1. Always turn off water supply. Turn hot and cold
water full on to relieve line pressure.

2. Using a flathead screwdriver or knife, lift off index
button, remove handle screw using a phillips head
screwdriver, remove handle.

3. With the flathead screwdriver lift up and remove
bonnet lock ring and bonnet lock.

4. Unscrew stem and bonnet with an 8" or 10" crescent
wrench.

5. Install new stem and bonnet.

TIP: Open the cartridge slightly to make installation
easier.

6. Replace handle.

7. Turn on water, check for leaks.
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
